In the sccond hall ol the nincteenth century the Luropean Oricentalists becamc
interested in Islamic subjects and became vanguards of a movement that rapidly
developed and reached its #enith during the [irst quarter ol the twentieth century, Some
of these European scholars even travailed to the East and studied in its schools in order
to better understand the spiritual and intellectual life of the Orient.

LEuropce and Amecrica competed with cach other in the publication ol [slamic culture.
Schools where Oriental languages were taught, and colleges where lslamic subjects
were studied were cstablished in Paris, Rome. London, and Berlin, Scholarly and

Texts unknown up to the time
were discovered. Precious manuscripts of texts were published. The new techniques of
publication of books accompanicd with notes and indices camce into widespread usage,

PASSAGE 2:

As a voung man Farid al-Din traveled widely, visiting Egvpt. Syria. Arabia, India, and
Central Asia. He finally settled in his native town, Nishapdr. in northeastern Iran,
where he spent many years colleeting the verses and sayings ol [amous Sulis. His
namec, 'Attar, which litcrally means a perlumer or apothecary. may indicale that he, his
lather, or his grandlather practiced that trade. There 1s much controversy among
scholars concerning the exact details ol his life and death as well as the authenticity of
many ol the literary works attributed to him.

‘The greatest of his works is the well-known Manteq al-tayr ( The Conference of the
Birds). This is an allegorical poem describing the quest of the birds (i.e., Sufis) for the
mythical Stmorgh, or Phoenix, whom they wish to make their king (i.e., God). In the
final scene the birds that have survived the journeyv approach the throne contemplating
their reflections in the mirrorlike countenance of the Simorgh. only to realize that they
and the Stmorgh are one.

Other important works of this prolific poet include the Elahi-nama ('I'he llaht-nama
or Book of God) and the Mosibat-nama {“Book of Affliction™), both of which are
mystical allegories similar in structure and form to Manteq al-tayr; the Divan
{*Collected Poems™); and the famous prose work Tadhkerat al-Awliva’, an invaluable
source ol information on the carly Sulis. From the point ol view ol idcas, lilcrary
themes, and style, "Auar's influence was strongly Ielt not only in Persian literature bul
also in other [slamic literaturces.

PASSAGE 3:

The arts ot the Islamic book, such as calligraphy and decorative drawing, developed
during A.D. 900 to 1500, and luxury books are some of the most characteristic examples
ol Islamic art produced in this period. This came about [rom two major developments:
papcr became common, replacing parchment as the major medivm [or wriling, and
rounded scripts were regularized and perfeeted so that they replaced the angular scripts
ol the previous period, which because of their angularity were uneven in height, Books
became major vehicles for artistic expression, and the artists who produced them,
notably calligraphers and painters, enjoved high status. and their workshops were often
sponsored by princes and their courts. Before A. . 904). manuscripts of the Koran (the
book containing the teachings of the Islamic religion) seem to have been the most
common type of book produced and decorated, but after that date a wide range of hooks
were produced for a broad spectrum of patrons. These continued to include, of course,
manuscripts of the Koran, which every Muslim wanted to read. but scientific works.
histories. romances, and epic and lyric poetry were also copied in fine handwriting and
decorated with beautiful illustrations. Most were made for sale on the open market, and
cities boasted special souks (markets) where books were bought and sold. The mosque
ol Marrakcch in Morocco is known as the Kutubivya, or Bookscllers™ Mosque, alier the
adjacent market. Some of the most luxurious books were specilic commissions made at
the order ol a particular prince and signed by the calligrapher and decorator.
Papermaking had been introduced 1o the Islamic lands from China in the cighth
century. Writing in ink on paper. unlike parchment, could not casily be crased, and
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therclore paper had the advantage that it was difficult to alier what was writlen on il
Papermaking spread quickly to Fgypt and eventually 1o Sicily and Spain but it was
several centuries hefore paper supplanted parchment for copies of the Koran, probably
because of the conservative nature of religious art and its practitioners. In western
Islamic lands. parchment continued to be used for manuscripts of the Koran
throughout this period.
